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FOREIGN BODIES IN THE EYE

DO NOT allow the patient to rub their eye

DO NOT attempt to remove embedded objects
1. Flush the eye with saline solution or clean water

2. Particles on the white of the eye, or eye lid, may be gently
removed using the corner of a moistened tissue or clean handkerchief

3. If unsuccessful, lightly cover the eye with a pad, and seek medical
assistance
